RUSSIA CIVIL CODE

Article 120 
Institutions
1. An institution is defined as an organization established by its owner for administrative, social, cultural and other non-profit functions and sponsored by the owner either partially or in full.

The rights of the institution to the property, assigned to it, is defined in accordance with Article 296 of this Code.

2. An institution is responsible for its obligations with the money at its disposal. If these are insufficient, subsidiary liability for its obligations is borne by the owner of the corresponding property.

3. Specific aspects of the legal status of different types of state-run and other institutions are defined by the law and other legal acts.
